How to upload documents? 

 
Once logged in, you can upload your document either: 

• As a reply to a "targeted" or "impact assessment" consultation. It is very simple: an email 
alert is sent to all partners and you only have to follow a link to upload your contribution 

• In the context of an "Open Consultation", i.e. spontaneous partner's contributions, you 
first need to find the European Commission document you want to comment. Fill in the
